The Angeles Crest Highway is a two-lane (one ldrteawel in
each direction) segment of California State Routetke Unitec
States. The road is 66 miles (106 km) in lengthi s western
terminus at the intersection at Foothill Boulevardla Cafada,
Flintridge and its eastern terminus at State Rb@8&northeast
of Wrightwood.

The majority of the route passes through the mooots terrain
located north of the Los Angeles basin. Its aligntpasses
through the Angeles National Forest in the San @Bhbr
Mountains. Segments of the road reach altitudeseald@®00 feet
(2,100 m), with a summit of 7,903 feet (2,409 mjhet Dawson

The route is best described as mountain-rural. Beca
the route passes through the protected AngelesiiNti
Forest, development is very limited. There aremany

and visitor centers. Other points of interest altre
route include Mountain High ski resort and Mount
Wilson (and its corresponding observatory and wexio
radio/television transmitters).
